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Australian infrastructure companies visit Fiji

More than 30 Australian companies are in Suva this week to learn about project opportunities in Fiji.

Australian High Commissioner, Margaret Twomey, said the visit was an opportunity for Australian businesses to support Fiji’s rebuilding efforts following Tropical Cyclone Winston.

“We are delighted to have the delegation in Suva,” said Ms Twomey. “Australia has strong infrastructure capabilities and enduring business relationships in Fiji, and this visit presents a valuable opportunity for these companies to learn about Fiji’s needs.”

The visiting companies will hear from Fiji infrastructure authorities including the Water Authority of Fiji, the Fiji Roads Authority and the Fiji Electricity Authority. In addition, the Housing Authority of Fiji and the Disaster Management Office will provide situation updates to the delegation.
